ARRIVALS AND DEPARTURES
All accommodation and sites are to be vacated by 10am on
the day of departure.. Arrival time is 2:00 pm.

SPEED LIMIT
For the safety of all the Park Speed Limit (10km/h) must be
adhered to at all times. This includes bikes, scooters etc.

FIRES

We are adjacent to a National Park. Please check with staff to
confirm if campfires are presently permitted on your
campsite. When permitted, fires are to be kept off ground
and ash caught and disposed of in ash bins provided. Rental
of equipment and wood available at the pavilion store.

PETS

Whilst we love our furry friends in the open area at the pub
and outside the shop, pets are not permitted in or around
any of the non pet friendly accommodation or public
facilities. This includes the non pet friendly glamping tents,
amenities, laundry and pool areas. In the permitted areas,
approved dogs must be kept on a lead at all times. Please
clean up after your pets; dog bags are available near the
Parkside amenity block.

WATER & SHOWERS

As we are responsible for our own water supply and waste
treatment for the whole facility, we have to be extra careful
with water consumption! Please be mindful of water usage
during your stay.

LAUNDRY

Washing machines and dryers are card operated- S5 per
large load. A clothesline is available behind the Parkside
amenities.

DISHWASHING

The dish washing area is located behind the amenities block,
at each BBQ area and in our Camp Kitchen. Fish cleaning is
NOT PERMITTED in the park.

. SEMERGENCY PROCEDURES

CAMP KITCHEN

A Camp Kitchen is located beside our Games room. A fridge
is available with limited space for campers who may require
along with basic cook top, kettle and toasters. Please label
your items if you choose to store them in fridges provided.
Camp Kitchen is available all hours. We kindly ask you to
respect other campers if using late night or early morning.

RUBBISH

Please place all rubbish in the rubbish bins and skip bins
provided. Please be mindful not to leave uncontained food
items around your campsite of BBQ areas as this could
attract wildlife, who are not to be fed any human food items..

NOISE

Noise must be kept to a minimum at all times and noise must
cease by 9pm. Any disturbances may be reported to the
office via the after-hours telephone.

WILDLIFE

We are adjacent to a National Park, and this is their home. We
ask you to keep a safe distance and to not interfere with
wildlife for your safety and theirs. This includes their nests.

GENERATORS

Generators are not permitted in the park at any time.

DUMP POINT

The designated area for you to safely and hygienically
dispose of your grey and blackwater is located near the
Parkside amenity block. Please do not dispose of food scraps,
nappies, or sanitary products, as this can block the system.

SWIMMING POOLS

Pool opening times are from 7:00 am to 9:00 pm. NO glass in
the pool area. All children under the age of 14 must be
supervised /accompanied by an adult at all times.

CHILDREN
Please ensure that you supervise your children at all times
during your stay in the park.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

EMERGENCY:

In the event of an EMERGENCY within the park which does
not directly involve you, your caravan site or cabin, when
hearing the emergency siren or on instruction from staff:

Secure your valuables

Ensure your cabin, site or home is safe by turning off
electricity & LPG Bottles

Gather your family and/or visitors and evacuate to the
Emergency Assemble Area

FIRE: In the event of a FIRE at your caravan site or cabin:
Notify Emergency Services on 000
Notify the Park Office on (07) 54471225

If appropriate, attack fire with water (do not put water on
petrol, oil, fat or electric fires)

Turn off Power & Gas

Secure your valuables
Gather your family and/or visitors and evacuate to the

Emergency Assemble Area

EMERGENCY ASSEMBLY AREAS:

Lakeside Area 1: Across the road from Lake Sunset.

Lakeside Area 2: Across the road from the Pavilion.

Lakeside Area 3: Behind the Pavilion.

Lakeside Area 4: Infront of the pool, in the centre of the park.
Parkside Area 1: Large grass area infront of the Camp Kitchen.
Parkside Area 2: Area infront of the Amenities & Pool.
